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and edited on a rotating basis between France (CNRS), Germany (South Asia Institute) and
the UK (SOAS). Since January 2006 onwards the French editorship has been run as a
collective, presently including Pascale Dollfus, Andrds Héfer, Marie Lecomte-Tilouine, Boyd
Michailowsky, Philippe Ramirez, Blandine Ripert, and Anne de Sales.

We take the Himalayas to mean, the Karakoram, Hindukush, Ladakh, southern Tibet,
Kashmir, north-west India, Nepal, Sikkim, Bhutan and north-east India. The subjects we
cover range from geography and economics to anthropology, sociology, philology, history,
art history, and history of religions. In addition to scholarly articles, we publish book
reviews, reports on research projects, information on Himalayan archives, news of
forthcoming conferences, and funding opportunities. Manuscripts submitted are subject to a
process of peer-review.
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
